Sue Sweeney made two
whimsical houses out of cottonwood bark while she was
visiting the Spit and Whittle table in Fredricksburg. She
said a class on that will be offered next Fall. Morgan
Groves brought a seated woman carved out of butternut
that he won a third place prize for at the International
Woodcarvers” Congress in 2002. The design was his own,
copied from a painting he liked. Diann Small brought a
bear, whale and flower.

The meeting concluded with the monthly raffle before
adjourning to carve blank-of-the-month Little People.
Robert Snider won a knife; Jake Heugel, a cowboy
roughout; Bob Reese, a seaman go-by made of plaster,
Diann Small, a dog roughout; Dorothy Turner, a camera
and Janice Service, two wooden eggs.
